 Euphorbia 

canariensis is native to 

the Canary Islands off 

the coast of Africa 

where it grows in the 

low coastal zone from 

sea level to 1300 M. in 

elevation.  This hardy 

species is also known as 

Canary Island Spurge or 

Hercules Club.  It has a branched candelabra growth habit and will 

reach 4 M. (13 ft.) in height. The Euphorbia Journal (vol. 1) says 

12 M. but I think it is a misprint and they meant ft.  Twelve meters 

would be about 40 ft. and that would make it taller than E. ingens 

or E. tirucalli, both of which get very large in the ground. 

 The stems are 4-5 sided with pairs of short (5 mm.) spines at 

7-10 mm. intervals along the corners.  Stems are 40-60 mm. (1.5-

2.5 in.) thick.  The sap, thick latex, is reported to be very caustic 

and skin contact is to be avoided.  Cuttings are easily rooted and 

they may also be grown from seed.  It is cold tolerant down to 

freezing, so should live outside in Bakersfield with a little 

protection on the coldest nights.  Naturally it requires a soil mix 

that drains well. 

 Erin Owen gave me a very nice specimen of this plant before 

she moved and I will provide some cuttings at the next meeting.
